The BaByliss Pro 235 Smooth straightener has a high
performance Advanced Ceramics™ heater and is designed to reach
very high temperatures. If the maximum setting is too hot for your hair
type then there are two lower temperature settings available to use.

INSTRUCTIONS FOR USE

e Ensure hair is dry and combed through.

¢ Press the button marked ‘I’ to switch on.

e Slide the temperature switch to select the desired straightening
temperature, using the symbols shown as a guide:

* =180°C
ee = 200°C
eee — 235°C

e If you have delicate, fine or coloured hair, use the lower heat setting.
For thicker hair, use the higher heat setting.

¢ The green light will illuminate to indicate the appliance is on.

¢ The red indicator light will blink until the selected temperature has
been reached. Once the temperature has been reached, the red light
will remain illuminated.

e Separate a section of hair.

® Place the section of hair between the straightening plates, close to
the roots.

¢ Hold the hair firmly between the straightening plates and slide down
the length of the hair, from root to tip.

* Repeat as necessary.

¢ Allow the hair to cool before combing through.

e After use, press the button marked ‘0’ to switch off and unplug the
appliance.

¢ Allow the appliance to cool down completely before storing away.
For further heat protection, use the heat protection mat provided by
wrapping it around the appliance after use.



Heat Protection Mat

During use do not place this appliance on any heat sensitive surface,
even when using the heat mat provided. After use, switch off and
unplug the appliance. Immediately wrap the appliance in the heat mat
provided and allow to fully cool down. Continue to keep it out of the
reach of children as it will remain hot for several minutes.

Auto Shut Off

This appliance has an automatic shut off feature for added safety. If the
appliance is switched on for more than 72 minutes continuously, it will
automatically switch off. If you wish to continue using the appliance
after this time, simply press the “I” button to turn the power on.

CARE & MAINTENANCE

To help keep your straightener in the best possible condition follow the

steps below:

e Do not wrap the lead around the appliance, instead coil the lead
loosely by the side of the appliance.

¢ Do not use the appliance at a stretch from the power point.

e Always unplug after use.

The wires in the mains lead are coloured in accordance with the
following code:

BLUE = NEUTRAL
BROWN = LIVE

As the colours of the wire in the mains lead of this appliance may not
correspond with the colour marking identifying the terminals on your
plug, proceed as follows:

® The wire which is coloured BLUE must be connected to the terminal
which is marked with the letter N.

e The wire which is coloured BROWN must be connected to the
terminal which is marked with the letter L.

¢ Neither the BLUE nor BROWN wires should be connected to the
terminal which is marked with the letter E or the @ symbol.

This appliance is supplied fitted with a BS1363 mains plug and a
BS1362 5A fuse. If this plug is removed from the appliance please
ensure it is disposed of safely as a disconnected plug is dangerous if
reconnected to the mains. If any other type of plug is used, a 5A fuse
must be fitted.
